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Alaska

Licensing:  

There is currently no state license required in Alaska.  There are municipality licensing requirements that vary from city to city.  Graduates should call city offices to find out what licensing requirements apply to the city of interest.  The Anchorage municipality does require licensure and National Certification.  The Anchorage application fee is $100.  Anchorage also has a local vice law, which requires fingerprinting and background checks.
