700 hours of supervised instruction at a board recognized school in this state that is accredited by an agency recognized by the Secretary of the United States Department of Education.  A graduate from an in-state, nationally accredited school does NOT have to take a national exam in order to obtain a license.  Graduates from out-of-state schools are required to be Nationally Certified or have taken the MBLEx and will need to have their school submit an out of state application form.  The licensing fee is $195.  $24 Fingerprint background check.  License renewal requires a minimum of 25 hours of continuing education during the two-year period immediately preceding license expiration.  The renewal fee is $95.
