500 hours education from an accredited massage school including 175 hours of anatomy, physiology and pathology required, and 25 hours or hydrotherapy, electrotherapy & heliotherapy required. Three licensing levels are recognized in Arkansas.  Entry level is called Massage Therapist.  Higher levels are Master Massage Therapist and Massage Therapy Instructor, each of which requires regulated amounts of time in practice plus an examination.  Written and practical exam; the NCE is not accepted. Arkansas does accept the Massage and Bodywork Licensing Examination (MBLEx). The application fee is $75.  The examination fee is $25. The license fee is $80. Renewal fee is $80 every 2 years.  18 hours of continuing education are required for renewal.
