Applicants must have completed a massage therapy program of at least 500 hours of course and clinical work from an approved massage school.
· The applicant has completed a minimum 500 hour massage therapy program
· The applicant has passed either, the Massage and Bodywork Licensing Exam offered by the Federation of State Massage Therapy Boards (FSMTB) or one of the National Certification Exams (NCE) offered by the National Certification Board for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork (NCBTMB).

Massage therapists will be required to renew their state registration every 2 years. There are no state mandated continuing education requirements to renew at this time.  All applicants will have to submit an application, submit to a background check, and pay a fee that is currently set at $80 for a 2-year registration. Massage therapists will be required to maintain professional liability insurance.  The Active Massage Therapist renewal fee before January 31st is $44.  The Active Massage Therapist renewal fee on or after February 1st is $59.
