Delaware requires 500 hours education and National Certification for LMT (100 hours of anatomy and physiology, 300 hours of technique and theory, and 100 hours of electives and CPR certification).  There is also the title of Massage Technician, which only requires 300 hours of education (60 hours of anatomy and physiology, 140 hours of technique and theory, and 100 hours of electives and CPR certification.)  The application fee is $25.  The renewal fee is prorated every other year ($80 currently). Each massage/bodywork therapist shall complete 24 hours of acceptable continuing education during each biennial licensing period, except as otherwise provided in these Rules and Regulations. Each massage technician shall complete 12 hours of acceptable continuing education during each biennial licensing period, except as otherwise provided in these Rules and Regulations. Completion of the required continuing education is a condition of renewing a license or certificate. Hours earned in a biennial licensing period in excess of those required for renewal may not be credited towards the hours required for renewal in any other licensing period.  The continuing education report is due May 31 of the even year.  The Certified Massage Technician license fee is $111.  The Licensed Massage Therapist license fee is $111.  The temporary license fee is $55.  The upgrade from Certified Massage Technician to Licensed Massage Therapist is $35.  The renewal application and fee is due by the August 31 expiration date.
