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Idaho

Licensing:

There is no statewide licensure in Idaho.  Contact the city you wish to practice in to determine what you will need to work. Some towns have adult entertainment laws, and some, especially in the north, have true massage licensing laws.  Boise has an adult entertainment law, but it exempts members of the AMTA or IMF.  Most Idaho cities only require a business license.
