The State of Maine requires 500 hours of classroom and clinical instruction (120 of which must be human anatomy, physiology, & pathology.)  A letter from the Education Department, stating that the required pathology requirements have been met, must be submitted along with your transcripts.  A minimum of 100 hours of supervised hands-on practice is also required as well as CPR and First Aid. National Certification Examination or the MBLEx OR a diploma from an approved training program is required. The application fee is $25.  The initial license fee is $40.  There is also a criminal records check (SBI) fee of $21.  The annual renewal fee is $40.
