Licensing:

There is no statewide licensing currently in Minnesota although a proposal has been presented to the legislation for statewide regulation that would call for 500 hours of education.  Contact the city hall or licensing department in the city you are interested in. 

Saint Paul: The City of St. Paul requires practitioners to have a local license. The license requires proof of National Certification and a bodywork certificate or proof of successful completion of the St. Paul written and practical examinations as well as proof liability insurance.  The annual license fee is $90.  The written examination fee is $35.  The practical examination fee is $150.
