700 hours of training (including 600 hours of in class work and 100 hours of supervised clinic; 200 hours must include massage theory and practicum including 10 hours of legalities and 20 hours of history, benefits, indications and contraindication; 200 hours must include science of the human body including 20 hours of anatomy, 20 hours of physiology, 20 hours of mycology/kinesiology, 20 hours of neurology, and 20 hours of pathology; and 200 hours in allied modalities including 7 hours of Eastern/European/Western theory and methods, 8 hours of CPR, 10 hours of charting and documentation, 25 hours of hydrotherapy, and 20 hours or referral methods.) Successful completion of the National Certification Examination and/or any other nationally or internationally accredited examination approved by the Board is also required. CPR, First Aid, and HIV prevention are also required.  12 CEU’s are required each year for renewal.  The initial application fee is $50.   The annual renewal fee is $125 or the biannual renewal fee is $192.  There is a 90-day, provision license available as well for $30 along with the $50 initial application fee.
