Massage therapists are now required to be licensed in Montana.  Must provide proof of successful completion of a massage therapy educational program of a minimum of 500 hours of study.  Must submit evidence of passing either the MBLex, NCETMB, or the NCETM examination or a state examination deemed to be equivalent.  The application/license fee is $140.  From July 1, 2010 through July 1, 2012, the application process allows individuals to be licensed under a "grandfather clause"
