650 hours are required in New Mexico.  These hours must include 165 hours of Anatomy and Physiology (to include Kinesiology and Pathology); 150 hours of Massage Therapy instruction; 75 hours of General Instruction (to include Hydrotherapy, Business, 30 hours of Professional Ethics, 4 hours of First Aid, and 4 hours CPR; and 350 hours of Electives (limited to a maximum of 150 hours Clinical Practicum). There is a written, Jurisprudence Examination and the National Certification Examination is required.  The application fee is $75.  The initial license fee (pro-rated) is $5 per month.  Renewal fees are $125 every two years.  The entire licensing process can take up to 4 weeks.  Applicants may obtain a temporary license for $25 while waiting to take the National Certification Examination.  The temporary license is good for 6 months.  SEG graduates must have their campus Education Manager submit a letter to the New Mexico Massage Therapy Board detailing anatomy and physiology course work.
