Practitioners will be required to submit documentation of completion of a minimum of 500 hours of study and You have passed one of the following examinations: the Massage & Bodywork Licensing Examination (MBLEx) offered by the Federation of State Massage Therapy Boards (FSMTB). The Oriental Bodywork Therapy Examination (OBTE) offered by the National Certification Commission for Acupuncture & Oriental Medicine (NCCAOM).  The application package fee is $20. The license/registration costs $150.  The SBI Criminal History Report fee is $40.  For graduates of Board-Approved schools: once your application is deemed to be complete, it will take approximately 30 business days for the Board to issue a new license.  For an applicant who did not graduate from a Board-Approved school: once the Board staff determines that your application is complete, it will be forwarded to the Board's Licensure Review Committee. This committee makes recommendations to the full Board, where final action on such applications is made at a regularly scheduled Board meeting. On average, it will take 60 business days for the Board to issue a license once the application is complete.
