750 hours over a period of time of no less than 9 months from an approved school.  The 750 hours must include the following: 325 hours of anatomy and physiology (including pathology); 325 hours of massage theory and practical (including hygiene); 25 hours of ethics; 25 hours of business and law; 50 hours of other subjects.  There is a written examination that is given only twice per year, usually in June and December.  The National Certification Exam is not accepted.  The preliminary education certificate fee is $35. The examination fee is $250.  Renewal fees are $35 every two years.  A massage technician license is also available from the city governments.  160 hours over a one-year period are required for the technician license.  Contact the city you plan on practicing in for more information.
