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Oklahoma

Licensing:

There is no statewide licensing in Oklahoma.  However, in Oklahoma, some individual municipalities license massage therapy.  A bill calling for statewide licensure has been drafted.  If made into law, Oklahoma would require 500 hours and successful completion of the National Certification Examination. Contact the city offices where you plan to practice to find out local requirements.  There are only a few cities in the state with licenses that cover massage therapy: Tulsa, Lawton, Broken Arrow, Stillwater, Claremore, Ardmore, Norman and Oklahoma City.  Oklahoma City has a municipal massage ordinance that is very thorough and stringent, but is enforced strictly only against those who abuse the privilege of self-regulation.
