Pennsylvania requires 600 hours of in-class, postsecondary education instruction, including at least 175 contact hours of instruction in anatomy and physiology, kinesiology and pathology, including training in the human immunodeficiency virus and related risks, at least 250 contact hours in massage therapy and bodywork assessment, theory and practice including sanitation, safety and hygiene, at least 25 contact hours in professional ethics, and business and law related to a massage therapy business, at least 150 contact hours in related courses appropriate to a massage therapy curriculum as set forth in §  20.13 (related to required knowledge base), including cardiopulmonary resuscitation. The Board adopts the NCETM and NCETMB, including the NESL option, and MBLEx as  approved examinations for initial licensure. The application fee is $65.  Licenses expire January 31 of every odd-numbered year beginning January 31, 2013.  The board mails renewal notices 2 to 3 months prior to the license expiration date.  Notices are mailed to the most recent address the licensee has reported to the Board.  The Postal Service does NOT forward licenses.   The renewal fee is $75.00. Completion of 24 hours of board-approved continuing education is required for renewal. Proof of a current certification in CPR is also required.  A six month, temporary permit is also available for $65.
