500 hours of education from a state-accredited school (200 hours must consist of sciences including, but not limited to anatomy, physiology, kinesiology, pathology, HIV/AIDS, and blood-borne pathogens, and hygiene.  Other sciences related to the human body may be included with Board approval.  200 hours must consist of primary modalities, 85 hours must consist of related courses, 10 hours must consist of ethics, and 5 hours must consist of Tennessee statutes and regulations.) The MBLex is also required.  The application fee and initial licensure fee is $285.  The biennial licensure renewal fee is $185. A 6-week provisional license is also available for $50 to those who qualify. Two letters of recommendation from healthcare professionals are also needed in order to apply for licensure in Tennessee.
