There is a requirement of 500 education hours (including 200 hours of massage, 50 hours of Anatomy, 25 hours of Physiology, 50 hours of Kinesiology, 40 hours of Pathology, 20 hours of Health and Hygiene, 20 hours of Hydrotherapy, 45 hours of Business Practices and Professional Ethics, and 50 hour hands-on internship.)  Therapist must first get an application from the Texas Department of Health Professional Licensing, Massage Therapy Program and pay the $117 application fee.  National Certification or the Massage and Bodywork Licensing Examination (MBLEx) is required. You must also pass the Texas Jurisprudence Examination.  The renewal registration fee is $106 and is good for 2 years.  Registered massage therapists must obtain 12 clock hours of continuing education during each annual renewal cycle.  You can take official transcripts to the Texas licensing board even if it isn't in a sealed envelope from the school.  You can also go and take an original transcript to a notary public and they will copy it and then notarize it.  That copy will suffice for the licensing board.  You must also provide a copy of the school handbook.  Students concerned with previous criminal history precluding licensure may send the Department a Criminal History Evaluation form along with a $50 fee.  The Department will run a criminal history report and evaluate if the student is eligible for licensure.  The Department will then provide a written evaluation to the student.
