500 hours of training from a massage therapy program, having received programmatic approval from the Virginia Board of Education, Division of Proprietary Schools, or certified or approved by the Virginia Board of Education, Division of Proprietary Schools, the State Council of Higher Education, or an agency in another state, the District of Columbia or a United States territory which approves educational programs. The National Certification Examination is the state test (or an examination deemed acceptable to the Board of Nursing leading to National Certification.)  The application and initial certification fee is $105.  License renewal costs $70 every two years. An eligible candidate who has filed an application for certification in Virginia may practice massage therapy in Virginia for a period not to exceed 90 days between completion of the education program and receipt of the results of the candidate’s first certifying examination
