The requirements for licensure are: 500 hours of in-class, teacher supervised instruction, taught over a minimum of six months (130 hours of anatomy and physiology {40 of which must be Kinesiology} including palpation, range of motion and physics of joint functions; 50 hours of pathology, including indications and contraindications to massage therapy; 265 hours of theory and practice of massage, to include techniques, remedial movements, body mechanics of the practitioner, and the impact of techniques on pathologies. A maximum of 50 of these hours may include time spent in a student clinic. Hydrotherapy is to be included when consistent with the particular area of practice; 55 hours of clinical/business practices, at a minimum to include hygiene, record keeping, medical terminology, professional ethics, business management, human behavior, client interaction and state and local laws.)  4 “contact” hours of training in HIV-AIDS are required.  CPR and First Aid certification are also required.  The written examination fees is $65.  The practical examination fees it $50.  The initial license fee is $115.  The renewal fee is $90. The certification of license fee is $10. The National Certification Examination or the Massage and Bodywork Licensing Examination is required.
