500 hours are required from a West Virginia approved program or an official letter proving graduation from a program of massage therapy education approved by a state agency in another state, the District of Columbia or a United States territory which approves educational programs, and which meets qualifications for the National Certification Examination administered through the National Certification Board for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork.  The initial application fee is $25.  The 2-year license fee is $200.  The renewal fee is $125 and is good for 2 years. This fee must be received by April 30 of the renewal year. This fee is non-refundable after issuance of license. All licenses will expire on July 1st every 2 years.  25 hours of CEUs are required at the time of renewal.  All licensed massage therapists are obligated to pay business and occupational tax imposed on most all health care providers on their gross receipts. Please check with the West Virginia State Tax Department for further information.
