California requires 600 hours of practical training from an approved school or practiced skin care outside of this state for a period of time equivalent to the study and training of a qualified person who has completed a course in skin care from a school the curriculum of which complied with requirements adopted by the board. Each three months of practice shall be deemed the equivalent of 100 hours of training for qualification. The initial application fee is $50.  There is an examination, which includes written and practical portions.  The examination fee is $40.  The renewal fee is $40.
