Georgia requires a minimum of 750 hours of training for an esthetician license and 1,500 hours of training for a cosmetology license.  The application fee is $30 ($50 for applicants coming form out of state).  There is a written and practical examination.  The examination fee is $45.  A temporary work permit is available.  The renewal fee due August 31st every odd year is $45.
Additional Information: There are approximately 165 beauty/cosmetology schools listed in Georgia.  There are approximately 4,000 listings for skin care establishments in Georgia.  There are approximately 3,085 estheticians currently practicing in Georgia.
