Hawaii requires a minimum of 600 hours of training for estheticians and 1,800 hours of training for cosmetologists.  There is an examination.  The application fee is $20.  Licenses must be renewed every odd-year by December 31st.  A temporary work permit is also available.  The temporary work permit fee is $40.
