Oregon requires 250 hours of training from a board approved school.  Mandatory training of 150 hours in Safety/Infection Control and 100 hours of Career Development is also required for initial certification.  There is a written and practical examination.  The application packet is $10.  The examination fee is $50.  The certification/licensing fee is $25 and is valid for two years ($50 for independent contractor.)  The reciprocity fee is $100.
