Relocating for Your Career…

…Some steps to get started
The following are suggested steps to take if you are planning to move after graduation.  If you inform the Career Services department of the state/city you are planning to move to, we can give you many of the numbers to the following agencies, as well as possible job leads.

Contact the Chamber of Commerce in the city or area you plan to be living.  They can provide you with employment information, lists of business (spas, gyms, chiropractors), housing and other information.

Contact the local AMTA chapter.  They can help with licensing questions, job market information, other therapists in your area and any other questions you may have about practicing massage in that state.

Contact other UCMT graduates who are working in that state.  They can provide you with the inside information on working in that area, and may even know of employment possibilities that would be available to you.

Contact the state licensing board to find out any information regarding the laws and requirements for that state.  Some states have no licensing at all, others are regulated by city or county governments.

Contact the state employment agency or job service.  They will have current  information on the market for massage therapists and possible employment opportunities for you.

Contact massage schools in your state.

Go to the library.  The library has newspapers and phone books from all over the country—you can look up the classifieds and in the yellow pages for possible contacts.  You can usually access the Internet at the library, as well. 

Surf the Net.  There are many job searching and classified web sites that can help you find career opportunities all over the world.  See Career Services for some of the best web sites to visit.

Prepare to make contacts early.  Before moving (6 to 4 weeks prior to your EDA), you may want to send out a letter of introduction to businesses where you are interested in working.  Let them know who you are, what you’re about, that you’re relocating to the area and that THEY NEED YOU!

Follow up with contacts made.  You need to follow up after contacting an employer, to let them know that you are sincere and excited.  After all, you made the first contact, so it is your responsibility to follow up.
